I hope your congregation is continuing its efforts in these LWR Year Round Projects. In
the year 2006, 1004 cases were collected for LWR with one and one/half trailer loads
being delivered to New Windsor. THANKS FOR ALL YOUR HARD WORK!
THERE ARE TWO IMPORTANT CHANGES TO THE LUTHERAN WORLD
RELIEF PROJECTS EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY. FIRST AS SOME OF YOU
MAY KNOW, LWR IS NO LONGER ACCEPTING ANY CLOTHING. BASIC
REASONS GIVEN BY LWR HEADQUARTERS ARE 1) MANY COUNTRIES
HAVE ALTERED THEIR POLICIES REGARDING USED CLOTHING
IMPORTS AS THIS MAY DISRUPT LOCAL ECONOMIES AND 2) OTHER
COUNTRIES ARE CHARGING INCREASINGLY HIGH CUSTOM DUTY &
TAXES. LWR FOUND, IN MANY CASES, PURCHASING CLOTHING
LOCALLY TO SUPPORT COMMUNITIES IN CRISIS IS A BETTER
APPROACH.

THE SECOND CHANGE IS IN THE HEALTH KIT. LWR HAS JUST
ANNOUNCED THAT TOOTHPASTE IS NOT TO BE INCLUDED IN THE KITS.
REASONS INCLUDE TOXIC CHEMICALS FOUND IN SOME IMPORTED
TOOTHPASTES AND EXPIRATION DATES ASSOCIATED WITH
TOOTHPASTE . WE HAVE ALSO BEEN ASK TO REMOVE TOOTHPASTE
FROM ANY HEALTH KITS ALREADY ASSEMBLED. LWR WILL
PURCHASE TOOTHPASTE IN BULK & DISTRIBUTE IT ALONGSIDE THE
KITS WHEN SHIPPED OVERSEAS.

A new issue of the brochure, Be Involved, is now in print. Copies will be distributed
in each conference as soon as they are available. This brochure gives you all needed info
for assembling and packing items. PLEASE pay close attention to those pages. You
can call 1-800-LWR-LWR2 for extra copies, which are free. Please keep these
brochures as they probably will be used for several more years. PLEASE RECYCLE
ALL OLD COPIES OF BE INVOLVED.

Follow packing directions:

Only one kind of an item to a carton

No more than 40 pounds to a carton

No plastic or paper bags!

(Please note that St. Mark's in Asheville will be a voting place and cannot accept
items on Nov.6. They will

begin taking items on Thurs. Nov. 1 and continue through Mon. Nov 12, with the
EXCEPTION of Tues. Nov. 6.

( Please note that New Jerusalem in Hickory will be a voting place and cannot
accept items on Nov.6. They will begin taking items on Wed, Nov. 7th and continue
through Mon. Nov. 19.)

As you may know, conference lines have changed and new conferences have been added.
It would be very difficult to find a drop-off site for every conference and poor use of our
money as it would be very expensive. [ will try to list each new conference with its drop-
off site as the drop-off sites are the same as last year. (If the drop-off site listed for
your conference is not convenient for your church, you may take your items to
another drop-off site. It does not matter which drop-off site you use, as all items are
consolidated in Hickory and send as one shipment from the NC Synod.)
