You may be aware that the ELCA is currently involved in the process that leads to the development of a social 

statement on women and justice, as called for by the 2009 Churchwide Assembly. For more information, please 

see the social statement website: www.elca.org/womenandiustice. As part of the process, the Women and 

Justice: One in Christ Task Force has made it a priority to hear from people throughout the whole church body. 

 

One of the primary ways the task force can hear from members is through gatherings called "Listening Events." 

These gatherings are important because they provide a forum for hearing concerns, input, and suggestions for 

the task force to consider and discuss or study in depth. They are open-ended and allow us to listen and "brain-

storm" with members of the church who want to surface issues and concerns they think merit the task force's 

attention. As you can imagine, these events are well-suited for involving the whole church body in the social 

statement process and help gain a better understanding of the issues important to church members.  

 

Listening events come in many formats and may involve groups either large or small. Am I able to join your 

congregation, study, class, or event to conduct a listening event? I will facilitate the session with questions and 

information on the social statement process. The only help I need from you is to spread the word about the 

event. The process takes about 1 to 1.5 hours and can be held at any time. lf you have any questions or would 

like to schedule a listening event, see my contact information listed below. Please indicate your interest in a 

Listening Session.

A Gift from the Lord

It seems every time I turn around someone has a new statistic to share. 

They are everywhere. If you have any doubt, just Google anything and 

you will find some type of statistic. The ones that blow my mind the 

most are about children. On websites, such as Ark of Hope, you find an 

abundance of information about child abuse. Did you know yearly there 

are over 1,850 deaths caused by child abuse? The accounting side of me found it is an average of five children 

per day. Please keep in mind that abuse is NOT only physical – it is also mental, and then there is neglect; these 

are the hardest to report. What concerns me most about these numbers is that in our society we try our hardest to 

look the other direction. Too many times we are scared we may upset someone because we have interfered with 

their lives.  

The Psalmist writes, “Children are a blessing, a gift from the Lord.” I couldn’t agree more. So why are we so 

scared to protect such a precious gift from the Lord? Ten years of my life were spent at a small pediatric office 

in Fayetteville, N.C., as an office manager. One of my duties that no one else wanted to deal with, was to 

contact Child Protective Services. I used their phone number enough that the page was tagged in my phone 

book and the phone number was highlighted. During this time I can remember calling, concerned for the well 

being of at least six families. Of those six families, five children lost their lives, three of which were from 

neglect and the other two due to trauma.   

One furious mother called me because I had called Protective Services about her family. But, after I spoke with 

her, she understood I did it out of my love for children. I explained that they would try to help her get assistance 

to care for her children. I also shared my story with her of someone interfering in my life. One day, when Jacob 

was 4 years old, we stopped by a gas station to vacuum the dirt from a plant that had turned over in my trunk. I 

unbuckled Jacob and also pulled down the back seat which opened into the trunk. I took Jacob out and sat him 

in the trunk while I vacuumed. I couldn’t leave him in the front; I knew I wouldn’t be able to hear him if he 

needed me. When finished in the trunk, I closed it and vacuumed out the front of the car. I got everything put 

back into place and we buckled in. I looked in my rear view mirror. A police officer was behind me. I thought, 

‘Oh, let me get out of his way.’ So I started to pull off. His lights turned on. He proceeded towards my car with 

a stern face. “Ma’am, do you have children with you?” “Yes,” I responded, “he is buckled in his seat.” “Do you 

have any other children with you?” “No, he’s the only one.”  “Ma’am, I need you to open your trunk.” I looked 

at him bum-fuzzled. “What?” “I have a report you have a child in your trunk.” (Remember, I said I had folded 

the car-seat down?) Fortunately, a guardian angel was watching and took the energy to call 911. Unfortunately 

for me, they didn’t know that Jacob had crawled back through the seat and had been properly put in his car seat. 

I popped my trunk open for the police officer. After he searched my car, we went on our ways. The only funny 

portion of this story comes with the knowledge my sister was the 911 dispatcher who received the call and was 

interacting with the police officer. 

After I shared my story with the furious mom, she was appreciative that I was concerned about her children 

enough that I too had called for help. Children have such small voices. It is our duty to look after a heritage of 

our Lord. I believe God instills in us that gut instinct as a nudge to get our attention. If you are concerned for the 



well-being of a child, no matter if it's physical, nutritional or mental, please take the time to watch over the 

innocent. Honestly, only those who are blinded by their vanity will get upset for your interference.   

Prayer:  O, Angels of God, from heaven so bright, watch beside the children and lead them aright. Spread your 

wings round them and guard them with your love; softly sing songs to them of heaven above. Help them feel 

completely safe and take their fears away. Help us to be involved each and every day.  Amen.

 placed 21 children in loving adoptive homes. 

 improved the lives of 48 people battling severe and persistent mental illness. 

 helped 262 families avoid homelessness through 
supportive services and life skills training.  

 supported 83 people with developmental disabilities or 

varying life challenges. 

 
The opportunity to help others is truly a wondrous blessing that 

serves as a constant reminder that God is present in all that we 

do. LSC is so grateful for the outpouring of support shown by 

the North Carolina Women of the ELCA. For years, LSC’s 

programs have benefited from monetary donations and in-kind 

gifts brought to the annual June gathering at Lenoir-Rhyne 

University.

Sharon’s Sharings

A few days ago I had another of those sad conversations with a sister who is concerned 

about the dwindling size of her circle/unit/women’s group. We certainly have been part 



of this sort of conversation more than a few times, and the causes of the problems and possible solutions are not 

the same for all, and the quick fixes are non-existent. The following is a simplified composite of a few of the 

conversations I have had mixed with a dose of my imagination. 

My dear sister would probably describe her group is very mono-chromatic – same age group and marital status, 

similar life styles. They have met at the same time of day and day of week for many years. The time makes it 

difficult for women in the workforce and/or with children to join them. Once they invite others to participate in 

their group but have not done that for a while. She feels comfortable with the women that still attend, 

comfortable with the way things have been done. They have participated in the same projects and events in the 

same way for years – there is comfort in that, too.  

Deep down all of us know that we should intentionally invite and encourage “others” to join our group. But, we 

also realize that we would have “to do something” as a result. We would have to deal with them, their needs, 

their personalities, the new and different ideas they bring and what they would like to get from this 

organization. They may ask us why things have been done in the same way for a long, long time or they may 

suggest we do things we have never done before. We may not really want “others” to stir things up.  

How might we react to someone who visits our group. We could ignore her until she goes away. We could 

tolerate her until she learns to “fit in and learns to act like us.” I have had women, younger women, women with 

disabilities, women of color, single moms, women who are not part of the group describe meetings where they 

felt totally unwelcomed by the “in-crowd” – their questions were ignored or put down and even offers to 

volunteer were unacknowledged. I have talked to women who have persevered and continued to visit this group. 

They report that even after a couple of years they still don’t feel accepted. These “others” may have even heard 

us well intentioned folks say that, “If they want a group, they could form their own.” I guess that would be a 

group that would be mono-chromatic to them and where they would set the norms and do the same thing year 

after year and feel very comfortable and not want other folk to upset their apple cart. 

Dear sisters, do you see even a glimmer of your circle/unit/group in my little scenario? If so, it’s time to change 

a few things and refocus. We want all to know that they are invited and will be welcomed. At no point do we 

ever want to mold others to be, to look, and to act a certain way to be accepted. This community of women 

welcomes all and supports all. We will find meeting times, locations, and facilities that will insure the greatest 

participation. We are called to affirm and encourage each other and join in promoting the ministry to which we 

are all called. Yes, we truly want to enjoy the fellowship and the community of women. I really value that most 

of all. But, we never want comfort to be our driving force. When we value comfort and sameness too much, we 

cease to value the spark and challenge of the Holy Spirit to add diversity, new ideas, vibrancy that encourages 

growth and real community. Reach out to all, encourage, affirm and support them. Widen the circle and know 

that you and this organization will be better just because everyone shares in it.

My Triennial Experience

I was one of 486 delegates to the 3
rd

 Triennial Gathering 

of the Women of the ELCA at the Minneapolis Convention Center held July 11-14, 1996. I was serving as Mission: 

Growth Chair in the Southern Ohio Synod at the time. There were 5,731 other registered participants as well.  

The theme for that year was “Proclaim God’s Peace.” We experienced inspired speeches, worship, workshops, field trips, 

and Bible studies in addition to taking care of business. Our keynote speaker was Wilma Mankiller, Principal Chief of the 

Cherokee Nation from 1985-1995. “I never saw a barrier as an excuse to give up,” Mankiller told us.  

 Other presenters were ELCA Presiding Bishop H. George Anderson; Bishop Andrea F. DeGroot-Nesdahl of the South 

Dakota Synod; Bishop April Ulring Larson of the LaCrosse, Wisconsin Area Synod; Dr. Kathryn Wolford, executive 

director for Lutheran World Relief; and The Rev. Walter Wangerin Jr., columnist for The Lutheran magazine, author, and 

speaker on the ELCA's weekly radio ministry, “Lutheran Vespers.” 

 The struggle for peace and justice “is not something you do for a year or some period of time. It is a vocation for life,” 

said Rigoberta Mench Tum, who received the 1992 Nobel Peace Prize for her work for the human rights of indigenous 

people in Guatemala. “Wherever women are being challenged in their faith through Bible study and prayer, there is 

growth,” remarked Jan Peterson, in her final report as Women of the ELCA president. “Where such challenges are met in 

the ELCA, the excitement cannot be contained!” 

We attendees brought 3,802 children's books on peace themes, which were presented to libraries, schools, and health 

centers in the Twin Cities area. We stitched fabric squares, “Pieces of Peace,” into more than 100 quilts, which were given 

to Lutheran World Relief. Blood donated during Fairview Health Systems’ onsite health fair was given to the Memorial 

Blood Center in Minneapolis. 

 About 175 workshop topics were presented in six afternoon sessions, which included conflict resolution, domestic 

violence, leadership, and rural concerns. A “Convention without Walls” took participants to 12 Twin Cities’ sites. I chose 

to visit Luther Seminary, called Luther Northwest at that time, since I had graduated from Trinity Lutheran Seminary the 

previous year. I met several professors there whose names and work I was familiar with. 

 The Women of the ELCA Gathering is “the largest gathering of adults in the ELCA,” said Dr. Charlotte Fiechter. “It 

provides an opportunity to meet, touch, and relate to the constituency in numbers and with an impact greater than at any 

other time. It is a time to touch the grass roots.” 

 Where in the world can you meet, learn from, and interact with so many outstanding world figures? At Triennial 

Gatherings, of course! I do hope to see all of you in Charlotte for this Gathering. It may never be this close again!  

 I am looking forward to serving as one of five chaplains who will be available 24 hours a day for anyone needing 

comfort, prayers, or just a safe place to talk. I had not been aware of this service previously. It’s possible that it was not 

available in 1996, but I think it’s a great idea. See you in July! 

Note from your editor: 

I, too, had the privilege of attending this Triennial Gathering. Mary must have taken some astounding notes; I admire her 

recall. What I remember is the huge impact this event had on me and my faith walk. I hadn't been Lutheran very long and 

had no idea of the broad scope of the ministries of the Women of the ELCA.  



I was sent through a joint effort of the women of my church at the time, Holy Trinity Lutheran in Hickory, and a 

scholarship from the NC SWO. I recall the awe inspiring and colorful worship led by women, the difficult decision of 

choosing among numerous amazing workshops (awareness sessions) and the opportunity to meet and share with women 

from around the globe.  

Visiting beautiful Minneapolis, Minnesota, was a delight, and I want the 2014 attendees to be as excited about visiting 

Charlotte.  

I returned home renewed, inspired, and with an expanded vision of this organization and its vital role in Christ's Church. I, 

too, encourage you to attend and to join me in volunteering to make this a memorable experience for thousands of 

Lutheran women. Because at that time I would have been unable to attend without financial aid, I encourage you and your 

congregations to do what you can to help others take part in this rare opportunity. I know from experience that it builds 

leaders.

Bruce and Kim Sheets.  I roomed with Theda and we stayed up talking until about 2:00 a.m. Theda said to me, "I do not 

have a daughter and you do not have a mother. I will be your mother if you will be my daughter." Theda was an only child 

and a widow. So, through all these years and all the changes in our lives, we are still Mother Theda and Daughter Doris.  

For a number of years Theda traveled to the annual gathering with Ruth Marie Rosser and I was able to visit with her 

there. Since her health curtailed her travel, I go to Fayetteville  about every two years for a visit. We had lunch and just 

enjoyed being together in her home. During the times in between, we kept in touch through cards and phone calls.  

Theda moved to an assisted living complex in the summer of 2011. My December 2012 Christmas card was signed, "I'm 

still here." The card I received from her in December 2013 was sent by a friend, Sarah Parrish, who wrote that Mother 

Theda sleeps most of her days but she will be 99 on February 21.  

Our friendship and love began in this organization. My hope is that more will form the bond we have enjoyed these many 

years. I have been blessed with many others whom I have met and learned to love while serving God my the Women of 

the ELCA family.
